HOW TO EDIT VIDEO CLIPS IN MOVIE MAKER
There are various computer packages available for editing video clips.  Movie Maker is a free programme that you will find on most computers and Pinnacle is another common package that you may have.  Essentially they all work in the same way as one another so once you’ve learned how to use one, you will probably be able to use them all!
Today we’re going to look at using Movie Maker.  The programme is really easy to use, but you will need to go away and practice what you’ve learnt today so that you don’t forget it.
INTRODUCTION
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1. Open up Movie Maker from the applications for everybody section of your screen.

2. You should see the screen below.  It consists of four main elements:
· Movie Tasks down the left hand side

· Video clips that are being worked on in the middle

· A preview screen to the right and 
· A timeline across the bottom.

3. It’s sensible to work down the Movie Tasks (i) in the order that they appear on the screen.  Therefore, you need to capture some footage.  You can do this in one of four ways:
· Capture footage straight from a video device.  You’d need a cable attached to a video  

camera or a webcam in order to do this.
· Import video.  This would be a video file that you already have saved on your computer.

· Import pictures.  You can have a still picture as part of your video.  Some people make videos purely from still pictures that are slowly easing in to shot.

· Import audio or music.  This is usually a background track to your video or it could be a voice-over.

4. By the end of this 2 hour session you will all have captured video, imported video and pictures, created a soundtrack and voice-over.  The result will be a 5 minute movie clip, which explains the possibilities of using Movie Maker for videos. 
5. When you use a video clip, picture or audio file, it will appear in the middle of your screen (ii).  Video clips may appear as several frames, depending on how long it is as Movie Maker automatically cuts video clips down into smaller sections.  You can play each section by clicking on it and then pressing the play button of the Preview screen (iii).
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6. Choose a section of video that you wish to use in your movie.  Drag that particular screen down and drop it into the timeline (iv) at the bottom of the page.  You can choose as many sections of video as you wish and drop each into the timeline in any order.

7. On the left hand side of your screen the Edit Movie section allows you to:

· Use special effects, such as making the movie black and white or speeding it up.
· Put in transitions between clips, such as fading in and out.
· Add titles and credits. 
8. Click on View Video Effects.  Choose the special effect that you would like to add to your movie and drag and drop it in onto the clips on your timeline.  You can check how the effect looks by pressing the play button above the timeline.  Your video will play in the preview screen on the right.
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9. Try experimenting with the video transitions.  These need to be dropped in between your clips.

10. Make some titles or credits to finish your movie off.  These can either be made to go in between clips or on top of clips.

11. When you have finished your movie, you can save it in a variety of formats, depending on how you wish to use it:
· Save it to your computer as a wmv file.   This will play through most players, including Windows Media Player.

· Save it to CD if you wish to give copies out to students to take home.

· Send it in an email.

· Send it to the web, if you wish to use it on your webpage.

· Send it to DV camera.  A DV camera is just a video camera.

12. Click on Save to my computer.  A Save Movie Wizard will appear (see below) and you will need to work through it, choosing a name for your movie and a place to save it.  Settings will be recommended so you don’t have to do anything too technical.  When you’ve done all of this your movie will be ready to use!
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Click on any section of video.
