Advice about Portfolios 

Portfolios are a major source of evidence that you have achieved the required level.  Many students in the past have failed to achieve the best mark that they can because they do not follow instructions or guidance and they do not put enough effort into their portfolio and the evidence and information that it needs to contain.     Many students put little extra effort into their work, other than time in school and in class and this is NOT enough for you to be able to achieve the higher grades.  Homework is essential.  

OCR expects teachers to supervise and guide candidates as they produce their portfolios.  Candidates are required to make their own judgements and conclusions.  
Teachers are expected to: 

· Offer candidates advice about how best to approach their tasks 

· Exercise continuing supervision of work in order to monitor progress and to prevent plagiarism 

· Ensure that the work is completed in accordance with the specification requirements and can be assessed in accordance with the specified marking criteria and procedures 

Authentication of Candidates’ work 

Teachers must record details of any assistance given and this must be taken into account when assessing candidates’ work.  Teachers must also complete and sign a form to confirm that the work submitted was produced by the candidate concerned.  
Avoiding Plagiarism 

Plagiarism in coursework is the equivalent of cheating in written exams. 

You will be taught how to present material taken directly from other sources and must observe that: 

· Any copied material must be suitably acknowledged 

· Quotations must be clearly marked and a reference provided wherever possible.  

Internal marking, standardisation and results 

In every subject where portfolios are examined, teachers are required to stick to a series of deadlines and procedures for marking.  

1. 
A final portfolio deadline will be issued to students at the very beginning of any new portfolio work. This deadline will leave enough time for marking, moderation and standardisation to be carried out.  For GCSE coursework this deadline will NOT be any later than 14th April.  For all A Level Portfolios this will NOT be any later than 1st May (for summer entries).  
2.
As far as possible, teachers will attempt to mark all pieces of similar work over a short period of time.  When all pieces have been completed the teacher will conduct an internal moderation/standardisation of marks exercise.  
3. 
Teachers will record all marks and comments on the appropriate record sheet.  They will allow students to see this sheet and allow them to see any additional annotation on their coursework.  

4.
It is important for students to realise that these coursework marks are provisional and can go up or down depending on the external moderation by the exam board.  
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
